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Research on Optimizing the Supply and Demand Structure of Preschool Education under the
Background of Low Fertility Rate — From the Perspective of Coordinated Urban-rural Development

Abstract: Against the backdrop of low fertility rates, the supply and demand structure of preschool education in China has
undergone profound changes, presenting an imbalanced situation of scarce high-quality resources in cities and idle resources
in rural areas.
