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Research on Strategies for the Implicit Integration of Curriculum-based Ideological and
Political Education (CPI) Elements into Specialized Course Teaching in Higher Education

This approach not only increases the inherent appeal of specialized courses and boosts
student engagement, but also significantly promotes students' comprehension and acceptance of core ideological and political
values. Consequently, the harmonious unification of knowledge transmission and value cultivation is achieved.
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
