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Study on the Effectiveness of School Moral Education Under the ''Double Reduction' Policy

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Abstract: Aiming at the teaching "pain points" such as insufficient learning motivation, weak moral and academic
accomplishment, and lack of critical thinking and research capabilities among students under the "Double Reduction" Policy,
this study conducts a sampling survey of schools at different development levels in Guangdong Province. By comparing and
analyzing the practical status of moral education construction, it proposes systematic optimization strategies. The research
constructs the "Zhi-Xing-Yong" (Knowledge-Practice Application) teaching content system and the "Ming-Si-Bian" (Clarif
ication-Reflection-Debate) classroom framework, builds the "Literary Silk Road" ideological and political resource library,
establishes a dual-layer evaluation mechanism, and promotes the "ABC" hybrid teaching model. Practice shows that these
measures can effectively improve the effectiveness of moral education and break through the current bottlenecks in the
development of moral education.
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
