Abstract: Under the background of the new era's "moral education and talent cultivation" and "new liberal arts," university
English courses undertake the tasks of cultivating students' international qualities and nurturing international talents.
However, in current university English courses, the integration of ideological and political education, innovation and
entrepreneurship education, and core literacy education is often superficial and disjointed, with clear coordination issues in
collaborative education channels. In the international talent training of undergraduate and postgraduate programmes, the
integration of ideological and political education with majors, innovation and entrepreneurship with professional skills and
literacy, shows fragmentation and 'disconnection,' seriously restricting the cultivation of high-quality, internationally-oriented
compound talents. This paper takes the reform of university English courses as an entry point, aims to serve the cultivation of
international qualities in undergraduate and postgraduate students, and investigates the integration pathways of "ideological
and political education in courses," "innovation and entrepreneurship education," and "core literacy." Through theoretical
exploration, it proposes reforms in integration pathways, course modules, educational strategies, and evaluation systems,
smoothing the "ideological and political education - innovation and entrepreneurship - literacy" channel, and integrating the
functions, processes, and outcomes of talent cultivation. The research outcomes have significant theoretical and practical
implications for the intrinsic construction of English courses, the development of students' global competence, and enhancing
students' ability to meet national needs.
