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Exploring the Practical Path of Strengthening the Awareness of the Chinese National
Community in Schools: An Empirical Study Based on Interactions and Integration among
Students of Multiple Ethnicities

Abstract: Taking the multi-ethnic mixed-class campus in Xinjiang as the research field, focusing on the three-dimensional
linkage mechanism of "language learning-classroom interactions-ethnic relations perception"”, using the mixed research
method of "online + offline", 410 middle school students from 5 prefectures in Xinjiang were investigated.The study found that
the multi-ethnic mixed class students in Xinjiang generally have a strong cognitive basis of ethnic unity and the willingness
to communicate across ethnic groups, but there are still some problems such as "regional imbalance", "fault inside and
outside class" and "mismatch between supply and demand" in language ability, classroom interaction extension, and campus
culture supply.Based on the survey results, three practical paths of "hierarchical improvement of language ability", "full chain
extension of interactive scenes" and "precise supply of cultural activities" were proposed, which provided an operational and
generalizable implementation plan for the campus in multi-ethnic areas to cement the sense of Chinese national community.
