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The Application Model and Innovative Exploration of Functional Party Branches in the One—
Stop Community of Colleges and Universities: A Case Study of a University in Guangdong
Province
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Abstract: The construction of a "one-stop" student community in colleges and universities is an important institutional
innovation for strengthening Party building and ideological and political work. The layout of functional Party branches is a
key path to optimizing student Party building and deepening ideological and political education. This paper takes a certain
university in Guangdong as the research object and focuses on the practical difficulties, application models, and innovative
paths of functional Party branches in the "one-stop" student community. The research finds that functional Party branches
currently face challenges such as difficulties in resource integration and allocation and an incomplete mechanism for the
cultivation and development of Party members. The university has effectively solved these practical problems by constructing
a grid organizational structure of "vertical linkage + horizontal coordination", improving the closed-loop operation mechanism
of "demand - response - feedback - optimization", creating "Party building + academic / life / psychological cultural”
characteristic service scenarios, and achieving digital empowerment through intelligent access control, "student one-table"
and "student portrait system". This practice has strengthened the leading role of Party branches, stimulated the subject
consciousness of students, provided an effective carrier for the "all-round education" of the "one-stop" student community
in colleges and universities, and also provided a reference model for the construction of functional Party branches in similar
universities. In the future, it is necessary to further deepen the mechanism of resource linkage and Party member cultivation to
promote the upgrading of Party branch construction from "formal coverage" to "effective coverage".
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
