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The Internal Logic and Practical Paths of Multi—-Ethnic Shared Cultural Symbols Enhancing
the Identification with Chinese Culture in the Hexi Corridor

Abstract: Based on the strategic requirement of "establishing cultural symbols shared by all ethnic groups", the Hexi
Corridor, relying on the natural foundation of its corridor location, the humanistic accumulation of the integration of diverse
civilizations throughout the dynasties, and the institutional support for frontier governance in a progressive chronological
order, has nurtured rich multi-ethnic shared cultural symbols such as grotto art and ancient city ruins, thus providing inherent
advantages for enhancing the identification with Chinese culture. Its internal logic is reflected in two aspects: the commonality
of the symbolic meaning of these symbols lays the foundation for emotional identity; the coordination of daily cultural
practices strengthens the experience of identity. To enhance the identification with Chinese culture through the multi-ethnic
shared cultural symbols in the Hexi Corridor, it is necessary to systematically explore and interpret the historical connotations
and contemporary values of these symbols, clarifying their theoretical support. Meanwhile, efforts should be made to integrate
these symbols into the education and public cultural systems, and through diverse forms such as curriculum design and venue
exhibitions, let the shared symbols permeate daily life, so as to contribute to forging a strong sense of community for the
Chinese nation.
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
