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Research on the Construction of an Evaluation System for Ideological and Political Literacy
of International Trade Undergraduate Students under the Background of Comprehensive
Education

Abstract: With the deepened implementation of the "Three-All Education" strategy and the coordinated development
of New Liberal Arts, the undergraduate international trade major, as a core platform for cultivating interdisciplinary
talents in the field of opening-up, directly impacts the quality of national economic and trade development and the
dissemination of a major country's image. Currently, the evaluation of students' ideological and political literacy in this
major suffers from issues such as ambiguous indicators, insufficient alignment with the major, and a lack of emphasis
on the "Three-All Education" orientation, making it difficult to meet the talent cultivation goals of the new era. This
study constructs an evaluation system comprising three primary indicators (all-staff education, all-process education,
and all-round education), eight secondary indicators, and 22 tertiary indicators, determines the weight of each indicator,
establishes evaluation criteria, and proposes targeted implementation pathways. This study provides theoretical support
and practical references for the precise implementation of ideological and political education and the optimization of
talent cultivation plans in the international trade major.
