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Abstract: The integration of vocational and general education serves as the core orientation for China's modern
education system development, providing essential guidance for the coordinated advancement of vocational
undergraduate programs and applied undergraduate education. These two educational models share historical origins
and functional complementarity, making collaborative development an inevitable choice to optimize higher education
structures, align with industrial upgrading, and promote comprehensive talent development. This study systematically
analyzes the theoretical logic and practical challenges of their collaborative development, combining international
experiences with domestic practices to construct synergistic pathways through four dimensions: institutional safeguards,
training systems, resource sharing, and industry-education integration. Research findings indicate that current
collaboration faces issues such as ambiguous positioning, institutional barriers, resource imbalances, and disconnection
between industry and education. By establishing equivalent institutional frameworks, developing modular curricula,
creating shared platforms, and deepening industry-education integration, complementary advantages can be achieved to
provide talent support for building a modernized national power.
