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Research on Teaching Strategies of Junior High School English Reading from the Perspective of

Abstract: The core literacy of the English subject includes four dimensions: language ability, thinking quality, cultural
awareness, and learning ability, which are the core orientations of junior high school English reading teaching. Currently,
there are problems such as superficial language ability cultivation, lack of thinking quality cultivation, shallow
cultural awareness penetration, and absence of learning ability cultivation in teaching. Based on the teaching examples
of relevant units in the eighth grade of the Shanghai Edition, this paper proposes feasible teaching implementation

strategies from four aspects: in-depth reading, inquiry-based classroom, cultural penetration, and autonomous reading,

to facilitate the implementation of core literacy.
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
