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Abstract: Under the macro background of comprehensive strict party governance and the construction of "Double First-
Class" universities, the integrity of internal governance in universities has become a key variable concerning whether the
fundamental task of moral education can be achieved. High-risk posts such as state-owned asset management, bidding
and procurement, infrastructure logistics, and scientific research fund management have become "prone areas" and "key
battlefields" of corruption risks due to their control of huge public resources and administrative power. At present, the
construction of clean government in colleges and universities is facing a double dilemma of "marginal decline of institutional
constraints" and "virtualization of ideological and political education". The traditional "institutionalism" paradigm is difficult
to deal with increasingly covert corrupt means, and general ideological and political education is difficult to be accurately
embedded in specific business scenarios. From a pure theoretical perspective, this paper uses Marxist power view, public trust
theory and situational ethics to construct a theoretical model of "Ideological and Political - Clean Government" integration
in high-risk posts in colleges and universities. The study believes that the construction of clean government is not only the
product of institutional norms, but also the result of ideological and political education internalized in the heart. By accurately
mapping the macro ideological and political value concept to the micro business power operation nodes, the governance
paradigm transformation from "passive compliance" to "active anti-corruption" can be realized. This paper innovatively
proposes a "Dual-Track Dual-Efficiency" hierarchical education system, and constructs a cross-departmental collaboration and
digital feedback mechanism. It aims to provide theoretical support and path reference for the construction of clean government
in colleges and universities, so as to build an ideological dike of "not wanting to be corrupt" within colleges and universities.
