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Research on the Construction of a Volunteer Collaborative Teaching System in English
Education for Autism in Higher Education Institutions
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Abstract: In English language courses, autistic students at universities often experience issues such as insufficient
participation, restricted expression, and increased adaptation pressure due to complex language input, frequent
classroom interactions, and rapid task-switching speeds. The volunteer-assisted teaching system, with teacher
professional guidance as its core and peer volunteer support as its extension, can establish a relatively stable support
chain across pre-class preparation, in-class assistance, post-class reinforcement, and continuous feedback. System
development should focus on defining primary responsibilities, training volunteers, classroom collaboration processes,
resource allocation, and evaluation feedback, thereby shifting English teaching from uniform arrangements to
individualized support. By leveraging standardized operational mechanisms and a multi-stakeholder collaborative
network, autistic students can achieve positive improvements in English learning confidence, classroom integration, and
language application skills, while inclusive education in universities transitions from conceptual advocacy to practical
implementation at the curriculum level.
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
