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Abstract: With the increasing demand for personalized and precise education, the field of preschool education in vocational
colleges urgently needs to reform traditional teaching models to meet diverse teaching needs. The paper aims to explore the
necessity, practical difficulties, and corresponding solutions of implementing hierarchical classification teaching in preschool
education in higher vocational education. Through literature review, field research, and case analysis, this paper analyzes
the current situation of preschool education in vocational colleges, points out the importance of implementing hierarchical
classification teaching, and proposes specific thoughts and suggestions for the problems encountered in practice. The research
results indicate that hierarchical classification teaching can effectively improve teaching quality and promote personalized
development of students, but in practice, it still faces challenges in terms of teacher resources, teaching content and methods,
and evaluation systems. In addition, the paper proposes strategies such as improving teacher training, optimizing teaching
content and methods, and establishing a diversified evaluation system, in order to provide reference for the reform and
development of preschool education in higher vocational education.
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
