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Strategies for Supporting the Integration of Industry and Education to Enhance the Teaching

Ability of Teachers in Private Universities

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Abstract: The integration of industry and education refers to the collection of advantageous resources such as higher
education institutions, social enterprises, and government departments, and the coordination, exchange, and cooperation from
multiple aspects, in order to achieve harmony and unity among each other, unify to the goal of education, and ultimately form
a collaborative education pattern for all employees, the whole process, and all aspects.

Firstly, it enhances the ability to research and
organize teaching materials; secondly, enhance the ability to conduct research on learning situations; thirdly, enhance the
ability to organize educational and teaching activities; fourthly, enhance language expression ability; fifth, enhance the ability
of educational scientific research; six is to enhance the ability to control modern information technology.
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
