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Abstract: In the context of the shift of the paradigm of educational evaluation from empirical research to an explanatory
paradigm that emphasizes qualitative socio-cultural perspectives, this paper first explores the conceptual connotation of pre
service English teacher evaluation literacy. Secondly, it is pointed out that the current level of competence cultivation for
pre service English teachers is not yet satisfactory. Finally, there is a problem of fragmented and insufficiently systematic
evaluation of literacy cultivation system, which is too implicit and not explicit enough. In response to the existing problems,
the paper proposes a four-wheel drive cultivation system of “learning to promote evaluation, teaching to promote evaluation,
research to promote evaluation, and competition to promote evaluation”, aiming to provide reference for improving the
evaluation literacy of pre service English teachers.
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
