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Abstract: This paper aims to explore the resource optimization and allocation strategies in the practice of aesthetic education
in private higher vocational colleges, in order to promote the overall development of students and the improvement of
comprehensive quality. As an important part of the education system, aesthetic education plays an important role in cultivating
students’ aesthetic quality, humanistic quality and innovative ability. However, at present, the private higher vocational colleges
are generally faced with the problems of limited resources and unequal allocation in the practice of aesthetic education, which
restricts the development of aesthetic education to a certain extent.
