Abstract: English reading is an important source of language learning and information acquisition for students, and reading
comprehension questions are also an important tool to promote the development of students' thinking from low-level to high-
level during the process of reading. At present, the reading comprehension questions designed by some English teachers fail
to play a role in cultivating students' thinking ability.
