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Abstract: It is very necessary to integrate ideological and political construction into foreign language courses in Sino-
foreign cooperation program, which has a significant impact on the quality of talent training of students in the cooperation
program. In view of the lack of moral education objectives in foreign language teaching, the lack of ideological and political
construction in teaching materials, simple teaching methods, unscientific evaluation system, and the lack of ideological and
political awareness of teachers in Sino-foreign cooperation program, this article offers the following suggestions: integrating
ideological and political construction into the syllabus, compiling teaching materials serving ideological and political
education in foreign language teaching, adopting “flipped classroom” mode and mixed teaching methods, adopting diversified
course grading criteria, and improving foreign language teachers’ ideological and political awareness and ability. It is expected
to provide reference for improving the ideological and political construction of foreign language courses in Sino-foreign
cooperation education, implementing the fundamental task of establishing morality and cultivating talents, and cultivating
international talents in the new era with both ability and integrity and good comprehensive quality.
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
