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Abstract: With the development of society and the deepening of education reform, the importance of labor education in the
cultivation of college students is increasingly prominent. This paper aims to explore the construction and implementation
strategies of the curriculum system for labor education for college students, in order to provide reference for universities to
cultivate well-rounded talents. The paper first analyzes the theoretical basis and practical significance of labor education, and then
constructs a curriculum system framework for college students’ labor education, and proposes specific implementation strategies.
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
