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Abstract: In the field of higher education in China, ideological and political education has always been a focus of attention, as
it involves cultivating students’ moral concepts, social responsibility, and values, and the education quality evaluation system
directly affects the final outcome of education. The paper provides a detailed construction process of a quality evaluation
system for ideological and political education in professional courses. This system is based on principles and jointly developed
by multiple participants, including five primary indicators covering curriculum construction, teacher quality, teaching content,
teaching methods, and learning outcomes. The weight setting of the system is determined through multiple rounds of voting
and expert discussions, with the goal of comprehensively and multidimensional evaluating the quality of ideological and
political education in professional courses to ensure that students achieve positive results in ideological and political education.
Finally, the paper also introduces the successful implementation of the system and provides examples to demonstrate its
effectiveness in higher education, highlighting the importance and value of educational quality evaluation.
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
