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Research on the Teaching Mode of Historical Situations in High School under the Background
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Abstract: With the advancement of the new curriculum reform, high school history education is facing new challenges. The
core literacy requirement is that history should not only focus on students’ knowledge transmission, but also pay attention to
students’ ability cultivation. The new curriculum reform requires teachers to transform their teaching methods, implement
situational teaching, and improve the quality of classroom teaching.
