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Online and Offline Teaching Models from the Perspective of Course Ideology and Politics
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Abstract: With the deepening of the concept of ideological and political education in higher education, the teaching of
language subjects gradually emphasizes the organic integration of ideological and political education and cultural inheritance.
Foreign language teaching is not only about imparting language knowledge, but also an important way to cultivate students’
cross-cultural understanding and enhance cultural confidence. The integration of traditional Chinese culture is an important
way to strengthen cultural identity and values education in the context of globalization. This paper explores the exploration
and practice of effectively integrating traditional Chinese culture into the online and offline teaching mode of university
foreign languages from the perspective of curriculum ideology and politics, and analyzes the promoting effect of this
integration on students’ language ability, cultural identity, and ideological and political education.
