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The Inheritance and Innovation of Puyang Wheat Straw Painting

Abstract: As a representative of traditional folk art in Henan Province, Puyang wheat straw painting carries the profound
cultural heritage of Central Plains’ agricultural civilization and was inscribed on the Henan Provincial Intangible Cultural
Heritage List in 2009. However, under the impact of modern industrialization and digitalization, its inheritance and
development face practical challenges such as a shortage of successors,market shrinkage, and insufficient innovation. Based
on field investigations and literature research, this paper systematically examines the historical origins, artistic characteristics,
and lineage of Puyang wheat straw painting, analyzing its current survival status and challenges within the contemporary
intangible cultural heritage protection framework. The study proposes that the sustainable development of Puyang wheat straw
painting requires a dual-track approach of “living inheritance” and “innovative transformation”. This includes integrating
modern aesthetics and regional cultural symbols into its themes, exploring the combination of digital tools with traditional
craftsmanship in techniques, and leveraging new media marketing and cultural tourism integration models for dissemination.
The research provides theoretical references and practical paradigms for the inheritance and innovation of similar intangible
cultural heritage projects while contributing to regional cultural revitalization in the context of rural revitalization.
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
