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Research on the Internet Buzzword “Hard Control”

Abstract: This paper takes the “hard control” in the “top ten popular words of 2024” published by the editorial department of
Biting the Text and Chewing the Words on December 2, 2024 as the text research object. The term “hard control” is a popular
Internet term in recent years, which is typical in terms of word meaning and grammatical features. This study analyzes the
semantic evolution of “hard control” at the linguistic level, points out its generalization process from game terms to everyday
life expressions, and explores the diversity of its grammatical functions, including syntactic expressions such as predicates,

definite expressions, and objects, so as to understand the development dynamics of Internet buzzwords and provide new ideas

for the study of Internet buzzwords.
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
