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Abstract: Currently, the demand for talents in the foreign trade industry has shifted to emphasize both professional
competence and ideological-political literacy. With the comprehensive advancement of ideological-political education in higher
education curricula, the necessity of integrating ideological-political education into foreign trade English correspondence
courses has become increasingly prominent. However, issues such as weak ideological-political capabilities among teachers,
limited resources, and insufficient collaboration between universities and enterprises remain widespread. Therefore, this paper
proposes the development of a "professional -ideological-political" dual-competent faculty, the construction of an integrated
resource library for both professional and ideological-political education, and the implementation of a closed-loop ideological-
political education system through corporate classroom engagement, the establishment of university-enterprise practice bases,
and the deepening of industry-education integration, thereby supporting the cultivation of foreign trade professionals who
possess both virtue and talent in the new era.
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
