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Wisdom * Field—University Art Museums in the Guangdong—Hong Kong—Macao Greater
Bay Area Construction of Aesthetic Education Practice Mechanism

Abstract: As a national strategic region, the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area is witnessing deep integration
between higher education and cultural development. University art museums, as unique "cultural fields" within academic
institutions, serve not only as spaces for art collection and exhibition but also as key hubs for "intellectual" production and
aesthetic education practices. This paper takes multiple university art museums in the Greater Bay Area as research subjects
and, through literature review and case studies, explores their aesthetic education practice mechanisms guided by "intellectual
production" and centered on the "field" as a carrier. The study argues that, leveraging their geographical and academic
advantages, these university art museums have developed unique pathways in supporting disciplinary development, expanding
educational dimensions, and connecting social resources. However, they still face challenges in terms of positioning, funding,
talent, and institutionalized development. This paper aims to construct an aesthetic education practice model encompassing
intellectual production, field construction, and educational integration, with the goal of providing theoretical references and
practical guidance for the sustainable development of university art museums in the Greater Bay Area and across the country.
