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A Practice Exploration of Integrating Jiaodong Culture into English Courses for Art

Abstract: This study explores the practical pathways of integrating Jiaodong culture into college English courses for art
majors within the theoretical framework of Production-Oriented Approach (POA). Through a two-semester action research, a
framework for aligning general textbooks with Jiaodong cultural themes was constructed, and a teaching process consisting of
"motivating-enabling-assessing" was designed. The findings indicate that this model effectively stimulates art students' interest
in English learning and enhances the logical coherence and intellectual depth of their language output. However, challenges
remain, including superficial cultural cognition, fragmented linguistic expression, and insufficient utilization of students'
artistic strengths. Accordingly, this paper proposes optimization strategies across five dimensions—teaching content, faculty
development, cognitive guidance, resource integration, and instructional methods—to foster the organic integration of cultural
heritage and language competence development.
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
