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The Three—Dimensional Intertextuality of Objects, Images and Sounds Knowledge
Production and Cross—Cultural Construction of Lingnan Music in Teacher Education

Abstract: In response to the current predicament of "decontextualization" and "monomedia" in the inheritance of local
culture in teacher music education, this paper introduces the theory of "intertextuality" and constructs a research and practice
model of "object-image-sound" three-dimensional intertextuality.
