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Abstract: As a vital component of the higher education talent cultivation system, aesthetic education serves as the
core pathway to fulfilling the fundamental mission of fostering virtue and nurturing talents, enhancing students
'aesthetic literacy and innovative capabilities, and promoting their holistic development. While China's higher education
institutions have made phased progress in curriculum development, teaching practices, and faculty support for
aesthetic education, persistent challenges remain, including structural deficiencies in the curriculum framework, severe
homogenization of teaching methods, insufficient practical learning platforms, and inadequate resource integration.
Based on literature analysis and empirical research, this paper systematically examines the current status and key
challenges of aesthetic education in universities. It proposes optimization strategies across five dimensions—curriculum
restructuring, teaching method innovation, practical platform development, faculty capacity building, and social
resource collaboration—and outlines a tiered implementation roadmap with risk mitigation mechanisms. The study aims
to provide theoretical references and practical frameworks for advancing aesthetic education reform in the new era,
facilitating its transition from quantitative expansion to qualitative enhancement, and contributing to the establishment
of a comprehensive aesthetic education ecosystem nationwide.
