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Research on the Compilation of High School Art Textbooks in Jiangsu Based on the High
School Art Curriculum Standards: A Case Study of the People's Education Press Edition,
Renmei Edition, and Xiangjiao Edition

Abstract: This study draws theoretical foundations from the "General High School Art Curriculum Standards (2017
Edition, 2025 Revision)", focusing on the context of art education practices in Jiangsu Province. It examines three
mainstream textbooks—those published by People's Education Press, Jiangsu Fine Arts Publishing House, and Jiangxi
Education Press—as research subjects. Through literature review and comparative analysis, the study conducts a
systematic evaluation across four dimensions: editorial philosophy, content structure, presentation methods, and
competency development, exploring how each textbook version addresses core curriculum objectives including moral
education, core competency cultivation, cultural heritage preservation, and innovation. The findings reveal that all
three textbooks adhere to the fundamental principle of "educating through aesthetics and culture," aligning closely
with curriculum requirements in competency implementation, cultural education, and practical innovation. However,
significant differences emerge in knowledge system construction, regional cultural integration, activity design, and
digital resource development. Addressing Jiangsu's educational digitalization strategies and the need for high-quality
aesthetic education, the study incorporates local cultural resources—including Suzhou gardens, Su embroidery, Yixing
purple clay ware, Taohuawu woodblock prints, Wu School painting traditions, Grand Canal culture, and Nanjing's
revolutionary art heritage—supplemented with concrete teaching cases and optimized textbook adaptation strategies.
These recommendations provide theoretical insights and practical support for refining high school art curricula,
innovating teaching methodologies, and enhancing regional aesthetic education quality.
