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Parents’ Understanding of Home School Cooperation in the Transition from Primary to Secondary School
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Abstract: Transition from kindergarten to primary school is a transitional stage between kindergarten and primary school,
aimed at helping children prepare and adapt to school, and home school cooperation is an effective way to ensure smooth
transition from kindergarten to primary school. Parents, as an important link in the cooperation between home and school
in the transition from kindergarten to primary school, have problems such as being dominated by mothers, inadequate
understanding, and passive role positioning.
