illustrations are rough, some lines are drawn improperly and elements are selected improperly, and picture proportions are not coordinated. 
Such textbooks or teaching contents have caused immeasurable harm to the physical and mental health of young people, and have brought 
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devastating blows to the development of the educational cause of the motherland.
Therefore, teachers and relevant educators must insist on taking the interests of the people as the starting point, insist on serving the 

people with education, regard education as the most important cause for the society, the country and the nation, and strive for it all their 
lives.

2.3. Improve the level of moral cognition
