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Research on the Issue of Social Work Intervening in the Integration of Village-to-Resident Elderly

Communities — Interview based on Community B

Abstract: “Village-to-residence” communities are transitional communities in the process of urbanization, and the issue
of community integration for the elderly in these communities has attracted significant attention. Taking Community B in
Binzhou City as a case study, this research uses in-depth interviews to collect qualitative data from 20 “village-to-residence”
elderly people aged 65 and above. Based on the ecological systems theory and social support theory, it analyzes their
integration dilemmas in aspects such as community environment, psychology, social interaction, and participation. The study
finds that the elderly face problems such as adaptation barriers to living environments, self-identity crises, and weakened
social connections, with root causes involving micro-level individual capabilities, meso-level family and community support,
and macro-level policies and welfare security. Accordingly, intervention suggestions are proposed from the perspectives of
casework, group work, community work, and resource linking, providing practical references for promoting the community
integration of “village-to-residence” elderly people.
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
