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Analysis of Challenges and Countermeasures for the Modernization of National Governance
Capacity from a Global Perspective
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Abstract: With the deepening of globalization, the modernization of national governance systems is facing new challenges
to a certain extent. From a global perspective, this paper analyzes the main challenges confronted by the modernization
of national governance capacity, including changes in the global governance structure and the increasing complexity of
transnational issues.
