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Abstract: Engels' criticism of Durkheim's abstract concept of equality in "Anti Durkheim" reveals the limitations of the
bourgeois concept of equality and lays an important theoretical foundation for Marxist equality thought.

This ideology profoundly reveals the essential characteristics of capitalist society where formal equality conceals
substantive inequality, regards the elimination of classes as the value demand of proletarian equality, and scientifically
constructs the basic essence of Marxist equality thought.
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
