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A Study on the Framework Changes of the Reports on Korean Ethnic Culture in Yanbian
Daily (2017-2025)

Abstract: Based on the framework theory and content analysis method, this study systematically examines the narrative
framework and its changes in the cultural reports of the Yanbian Daily from October 18, 2017 to September 13, 2025.
The research finds that the newspaper mainly adopts a "positive praise" tone and a "cultural display framework" in its
cultural reports. The reports often rely on official sources and typical figures, emphasizing the Korean ethnic culture
as a part of the Chinese nation community, showing a clear orientation towards policy promotion and positive energy
dissemination. However, the study also points out that the Yanbian Daily plays a limited role in constructing the cultural
identity of the Korean ethnic group, more acting as a "ceremonial celebrator" and "normative performer", lacking in-
depth reflection on internal cultural crises and identity dialogues.
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
