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Research on the Current Status and Enhancement Pathways of Cultural Confidence Among
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Abstract: Currently, cultural confidence has become the core competitiveness in the professional development of
college students in the new era. Enhancing cultural confidence is a crucial task in the cultural education of universities
today, as it can boost students' core competitiveness and significantly contribute to their future development. Therefore,
this study selected 421 college students in the Yinchuan region as research subjects and employed the questionnaire
survey method to investigate and analyze the current state of students' cultural confidence. The findings indicate that
the overall level of cultural confidence among college students is relatively high, but there are differences in specific
dimensions. Senior students exhibit stronger cultural confidence as their academic level advances, while students in
humanities and social sciences generally demonstrate slightly higher cultural confidence levels compared to those in
science, engineering, and arts. Based on the survey results, this study proposes specific strategies from three levels:
individual, institutional, and societal. These include encouraging students to actively participate in cultural practices and
deepen theoretical learning, establishing a differentiated and tiered campus cultural education system, and fostering a
collaborative societal environment that supports the cultivation of cultural confidence.
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
