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Research on the Expression Methods and Guidance Strategies of Interest Demands of Students
in Private Universities

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Abstract: With the continuous improvement of the status of private universities in the higher education system, the
expression of students' interests and demands has become a key factor affecting campus governance and the quality
of talent cultivation.
