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From "'Sit in class'' to ''Substantial Participation'': A Study on Building a Community to Enhance
the Quality of Inclusive Education for Children with Autism

Abstract: Currently, inclusive education for children with autism in our country generally experiences a "sitting-in-
class" phenomenon, where students sit in the classroom but are unable to participate in education and society. The
fundamental reason is a segmented support system, where schools, families, and society have not formed an integrated
whole. Based on the theories of collaborative governance and social support networks, this study aims to explore
the construction of a student-centered, multi-participant educational community, suggesting that in order to change
the current dilemma, it is necessary to start from school leadership and home-school-society collaboration. Through
innovative mechanisms, the "last mile" of inclusive education can be opened up, transforming children with autism

from merely physically "sitting in class" to "participating" in the "educational process", thereby paving the way for their

growth.
