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A Case Study on Rural Revitalization Led by Grassroots Party Building in Border Ethnic Areas
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Abstract: To properly handle affairs in rural areas and achieve comprehensive rural revitalization, the key lies in the
Communist Party of China. The Shiwandashan area of Fangchenggang City (including Shangsi County and Fangcheng
District) is located in remote border and ethnic regions with underdeveloped economy. Its relatively weak foundation
in Party building further affects the effectiveness of comprehensive rural revitalization. To effectively address the
shortcomings and weaknesses in promoting rural revitalization through Party building in the Shiwandashan area, and
to lead the high-quality development of rural revitalization in the region with high-quality Party building, this paper
adopts a case study approach. Starting from the practice of building the distinctive Party building belt "Wanli Wanshan
Hong" (Ten Thousand Miles & Ten Thousand Mountains in Red) proposed by Fangchenggang City, Guangxi Zhuang
Autonomous Region to boost rural revitalization, it explores the effectiveness of grassroots Party building in leading
rural revitalization, so as to provide a reference for strengthening and improving Party building to support rural
revitalization in border ethnic areas.
