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Problems in Elderly Education Management from the Perspective of Public Policy Analysis
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Abstract: Faced with the structural contradiction between the accelerating aging process and the imbalance between
supply and demand of elderly education in China, this paper, from the perspective of public policy analysis,
systematically deconstructs its internal dilemmas. It reveals the inefficient resource allocation caused by fragmented
resources, departmental interest barriers and vague power and responsibilities under the multi-headed management
mechanism, whose root lies in the institutional defects of the separation of vertical administrative and financial
powers and the lack of horizontal coordination. On this basis, a policy plan centered on reconstructing horizontal
intergovernmental relations is proposed: establishing an inter-departmental linkage platform and deliberative
mechanism. Smoothing the elderly education management system is not only a key path to optimize the allocation
of elderly education resources, but also provides a paradigm sample of inter-departmental collaborative governance
for building an aging-friendly society, which is of practical significance for promoting the modernization of national
governance capacity.
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
