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A Ceritical Study of Historical Nihilism from the Perspective of Historical Materialism

Abstract: Historical nihilism takes the idealist view of history as its core. By means of fragmentary interpretation, one-

sided evaluation and malicious falsification, it denies the essence and laws of development of history, thus threatening

the ideological security of the country. Guided by the basic principles of historical materialism, this paper starts with

the theoretical origin and practical manifestations of historical nihilism, analyzes its idealist essence and metaphysical

methodological defects. Through a systematic critique from four dimensions: ontology, methodology, axiology and

epistemology, this paper reveals its core scheme of denying the history of the Chinese revolution, the history of the

Communist Party of China, the history of the People's Republic of China, the leadership of the Party and the socialist

path. Furthermore, it puts forward coping paths based on historical materialism, so as to provide theoretical support for

strengthening the ideological defense line and consolidating historical consensus.
