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A Survey on the Promotion Effect of the New Era '"Fengqiao Experience' in Community
Governance —— A Case Study of Urban Communities in the Main Urban Area of Dazhou City

Abstract: As a benchmark for grassroots social governance in the new era, the "Fengqiao Experience" is crucial to

addressing dilemmas in grassroots governance against the background of national policy guidance and prominent
contradictions in urban community governance. The main urban area of Dazhou features diverse community types and
typical governance challenges, with distinct differences in effectiveness since the implementation of the experience,
making it highly valuable for research. Taking communities in the main urban area of Dazhou as samples, this study
adopts literature review, field investigation, interviews and questionnaire surveys to evaluate the practical effect of
promoting the new era "Fengqiao Experience". The survey finds that the local area has achieved popularization of
relevant awareness, implementation of governance measures, improved efficiency in conflict resolution and expanded
channels for residents' participation. However, problems still exist, such as unbalanced power and responsibility at the
grassroots level, insufficient motivation for residents' participation, shortage of governance resources, and disconnection
between publicity and public understanding. On this basis, this paper puts forward optimization strategies from the
perspectives of residents' participation, publicity methods, inter-departmental coordination, digital governance and Party
building leadership, so as to provide references for Dazhou and similar cities to deepen practice and improve grassroots
governance capacity.
