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Research on the Path of Practical Education for College Students under the Background of
"Promoting the Standard Spoken and Written Chinese to Assist Rural Revitalization' —
Taking Ethnic Areas as an Example

Abstract: The promotion of standard Chinese (Putonghua) and the practical education of college students in ethnic
minority areas have a natural coupling relationship, which is an important path to achieve the dual unification of social
benefits and educational benefits. This paper sorts out the internal logic and core compatibility of the two, and completes
the measurement of educational effectiveness from three dimensions: the improvement of public service efficiency, the
promotion of rural industrial development, and the cultivation of college students' comprehensive quality, based on the
scene of promoting standard Chinese in Chuxiong, Yunnan Province, an ethnic minority area. Finally, three specific
implementation paths are proposed: hierarchical demand matching, strengthening process guidance, and improving
the evaluation mechanism. The research results can not only provide a practical framework for the implementation of
promoting standard Chinese in ethnic minority areas, but also offer feasible directions for colleges and universities to
optimize the practical education system and cultivate young talents that meet the development needs of the grassroots.
